Backup/Restore versus Import/Export in PigCHAMP
Which do I choose?

Backup/Restore:

· Uses the PigCHAMP  backup and restore utility

· Saves/restores all data pertaining to users:

· Usernames

· Preferences

· Passwords

· Takes a complete picture of your database
· Restore will overwrite ALL data in your existing program with what is restored – if you have other data in your program that is not in the backup and you want to save it, do not use restore!

· Best way to keep all information on sows transferred between multiple farms

· Large data file (can minimize the size of the backup file by shrinking database files under Tools > Maintenance Tools > SQL Server Database before performing backup)

Export/Import:

· Performed from within the PigCHAMP program

· Utilizes data from only one farm

· Smaller file size than backup

· Will not transfer user data:

· Usernames

· Preferences

· Passwords

· Can import a farm data file (pcf4) leaving other data in the program unaffected
· Will only overwrite data from a farm that has the same number and name as the farm being imported

· Transferred sows have virtual data from farms they were transferred to or from
