PigCHAMP – Add Farrowing Status

1) Left click once on the report.

2) Left click once on the Create a New Report Button (located under the farm selection dropdown box).

3) You can now name the report anything that you would like.

4) Left click once on the report to choose your new report.

5) Left click once on the button Select Data Items You Would Like to Include in this Report (located above the report setup screen, looks like an excel sheet).

6) You should now see the Data Attribute Selection screen.  Left click once on the Add New Reporting Item button (looks like an excel sheet).

7) Left click once on the plus sign in front of Service.

8) Left click once on Farrowed or Expected to Farrow, is should now be highlighted.

9) Left click once on Add.

10) Left click once on Close.

11) In the Data Attribute Selection screen left click once on the button called Add or modify Column Headings on List Reports.

12) Left click once on Farrowed or Expected to Farrow(Current Service) under Columns Available.

13) Left click once on OK.

14) Left click once on the Save Current Report Settings Button (located by the Run Report button).

15) It will ask if you would like to save these setting across all farms, choose Yes.

16) Run the report.

17) Those events with 100 in the Farrowed or Expected to Farrow Column are those that are expected to farrow from their current service.  Those with a 0 are not expected to farrow during that time period for their current service.  100= Yes and 0=No

You may filter the report to just show those that are expected to farrow from their current service.
