PigCHAMP- Matings Per Service

Follow the steps below:

1) Left click once on the report, Service Performance Summary.
2) Left click once on the Create a New Report Button (located under the farm selection dropdown box).

3) You can now name the report Pairty by Matings per Service.

4) Left click once on Parity by Matings per Service to choose your new report.

5) Choose the dates for your report to run.

6) Deselect all sections under Sections to Display, except for Parity. 
7) Left click once on the yellow Filter button, located on the far right of the report parameters screen. 

8) From the Attribute Selection box choose Matings per Service.

9) From the Operator choose Equals (=)
10) In the Value box enter 1.  (This will give you all services that only had 1 mating.)

11) Left click once on Apply.

12) Left click once on OK.

13) Left click once on the yellow Filter button, located on the far right of the report parameters screen. 

14) From the Attribute Selection box choose Matings per Service.

15) From the Operator choose Equals (=)
16) In the Value box enter 2.  (This will give you all services that only had 2 matings.)

17) Left click once on Apply.

18) Left click once on OK.

19) Left click once on the yellow Filter button, located on the far right of the report parameters screen. 

20) From the Attribute Selection box choose Matings per Service.

21) From the Operator choose Greater than or Equal to (>=)
22) In the Value box enter 3.  (This will give you all services that had 3 or more matings.)

23) Left click once on Apply.

24) Left click once on OK.

25) Left click once on the dropdown arrow located at the end of the filter box. 

26) Select [No Filter].

27) Left click once on the Save Current Report Settings button (located by the Run Report button).

28) It will ask if you would like to save these setting across all farms, choose Yes.

29) Run the report.

30) This report will be run for all services during the selected time period.
31) To use on of the filters left click once on the dropdown arrow behind the Filter box. 
32) Select the filter that says [matings in service]= 1
33) The report will update to only those service that had 1 mating.

34) To change the report one of the other filters repeat #31-33.
Since the report has been saved, you will be able to always run the report by parity and filter by the 3 saved filters.
