FILTERING DATA WITH A COMMA
The United States uses a period as a means of separating the integral part of a number from its fractional part.  Other countries have adopted the comma as their standard decimal separator. Due to the inconsistency of this separation, and the way SQL uses the comma as a data separator, this can cause issues when filtering data in PigCHAMP products.  There is a workaround that allows the filtering to work correctly.
If you are filtering data that uses a comma, as in the example below, follow these steps to apply the filter correctly.

1. Set up the filter as normal, clicking the Add to Filter, AND into Filter, or OR into Filter as needed.

2. Once the SQL syntax has been added to the white text area below the three filter buttons remove the comma (,) from the value and replace it with a period (.).  In the example below, 4,94 was replaced with 4.94.
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
